Visit to
Big Ben
21 July

After a tremendously successful visit
to the Parliament earlier this year, the
next cultural event on the programme
took our UK resident members to
visit Big Ben. A guide took us up the
Clock Tower and outlined the history
of the tower, the bell and described
how the most accurate public clock
in the world works.

The Clock Tower was fully
operational in 1859, is 96 metres tall
and has 393 steps to reach the top.
Big Ben is the name of the bell on
which the clock strikes the hour.
Together with the four Quarter bells,
Big Ben play the Westminster chimes
set to the following lines: “All through
this hour, Lord be my Guide. And by
thy power, no foot shall slide”. The
clock is driven by a 3.9 metres long
pendulum and to ensure its accuracy
is the “Double Three-legged Gravity
Escapement” invented by Mr
Edmund Denison.

Good Food with Love from Scandinavia

NBCC has had the
pleasure to get to
know the first
Scandinavian café/deli
shop in the UK quite well
since the founders Bronte
Blomhoj and Jonas Aurell started
the Scandinavian Kitchen last year.
Starting off with hosting a YP Scandi
night, before moving on to the
popular Nordic Chambers’ Thursday
Drinks. In this interview we give you
the chance to get to know them.

Please tell me about Scandinavian
Kitchen.

Having worked in the city for many
years, we found that we were missing
food from home. As a mixed
Scandinavian couple (Sw/Dk) we also
felt that there were not really any
places in London where Scandinavians
could meet - there are specific
Danish/Norwegian/Swedish places,
but none that provide all nationalities
with an informal place to meet, have a
bite to eat and do a spot of shopping
for the things we miss from home.

On top of that we felt that Scandinavian
food needed to be introduced to the
UK market - we eat lots of healthy rye
bread, lots of fish and we have an
amazingly rich food history. It makes a
welcome change to the usual triangular
sandwiches on offer here.

It took us a good year to plan and set
up the café/deli and get the details
right: Good Food with Love from
Scandinavia.

We believe in simple husmanskost
where you do not mess around with
ingredients too much: Traditional
Scandinavian food in restaurants
abroad is often over-complicated and
fancy. We want to be a cafe that serves
authentic Scandinavian lunch time
food. We are not trying to be something
we are not.

What is the advantage of a
Scandinavian profile?

Opening a café/deli most
likely will not show
immediate financial
returns - you have to
do a project like this
because you are
passionate about
it. We know about
Scandinavian food
W and culture so it was
" only natural we would
do something in this
direction. We are incredibly
passionate about what we do and
our reasons for doing it.

85% of our customers during the week
are British - they love the open
sandwiches we serve as well as the
traditional Scandinavian layer cakes
and home made Swedish

kladdkaka. Through our cafe
we can introduce the
Scandinavian food to
them and they are
coming back again
and again. We like to
think of ourselves as a
bit of a mini-tourist
office for Scandinavia -
people love the food and
the nice people they meet
here and maybe they will consider
Scandinavia for their next holiday.

During the weekend, the demographic
changes to reflect 85% Scandinavian
and 15% local - this is when the cafe
sells most groceries.

What can you do for Norwegians
living in London?

While we want to introduce
Scandinavian food to the British, on the
other hand, we want to provide a place
of the Scandinavians to meet in
London. A place where they can meet

up, have a bite to eat and do some
shopping for the stuff they miss from
home - from Bamsemums to Makrell i
tomat and things like pinnekjott for
Christmas. We also work hard to
emphasise our ex-pat links: we hold
Scandinavian  Mothers  Evenings
(where Mums living over here can meet
others in similar circumstances over a
glass of wine and a few nibbles). We
have networking evenings in the shop
for Scandinavian businesses. We have
different groups that wuse our
downstairs meeting area for informal
lunch meetings too - from Mamma-
groups with babies, corporate
functions and parties to businesses
having a meeting over a few cups of
Gevalia or Monmouth coffee.

We also serve many Scandinavian
institutions with catering, both open
sandwiches and canapés (from the
Norwegian Embassy to Innovation
Norway - to name but a few).
